e be at least 21 years old as of February 1, 2022

e take part in Home Group Leader training prior to February 4, 2022

e become familiar with and help realize the goals and vision of the planning team

e uphold and live out the community standards as identified by the planning team and as a
collaborative group at all times throughout the General Council

e participate in regular check-ins with, and be accountable to, the Home Group Leader
Coordinator

e lead Home Group meetings during scheduled times to offer safety, care, community, support,
challenge, and fun to their assigned group of participants

e be responsible for appropriate Duty of Care, ensuring that all of their Home Group participants
are safe, adhering to covenant and community guidelines

e partner with event chaplains as need arises

e provide a valid police records check upon acceptance of this position

honorarium of $750 will be offered upon completion of all requirements.
